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We are the people of mission. The very reason for 
the existence of the Church here on earth is for the 

salvation of mankind. God has established the Seventh-day 
Adventist Church in the last days to finish the gospel work 
through this Church. God has entrusted a special message 
to this church. It is found in Revelation 14:6. We call it the 
Three Angels’ Message. “And I saw another angel flying 
in mid heaven, having an eternal gospel to preach to those 
who live on the earth, and to every nation and tribe and 
tongue and people.” 

Our mission is to spread the eternal gospel of Jesus Christ 
to every nation, every tribe, every tongue and every people. 
Jesus commanded to all His followers in Mark 16:15, “Go 
into all the world and preach the gospel to every creation.” 
It is our mission. In order to accomplish this gospel 
mission, God has established his special Church in the 
last days. We are indeed the people of mission. We should 
never forget it. Mission should be the top priority in our 
lives and in all our activities. Whatever we do, whatever we 
use, and wherever we go, the top priority for us should be 
the mission of the Church.  

The population of Asia is about 4 billion people. It is 
about 60% of the world population. Among the 4 billion 
people in Asia, only about 4% are Christians which means 
that about 96% of Asians are non-Christians. How soon 
can we expect to finish the gospel work in the entire world?

It seems it is almost impossible to finish the work in 
our generation. But as the pen of inspiration wrote in 
Testimonies to Ministers and Gospel Workers (TM) 507, 
it is not our work, but God’s work. He who began the work 
will surely finish it. It is God’s work. He started the work 
and He will surely finish the work in His way. We are 

simply God’s instruments for the gospel mission. We are 
used by God in His hand as His servants to finish the work 
as soon as possible.

In Rev 14:6, in order to preach the gospel to every nation, 
tribe, tongue and people in the entire world, angels are 
flying in the air with the gospel message. God is using 
human beings to spread the gospel message to their fellow 
people. “As His representative among men, God does not 
choose angels who have never fallen, but human beings, 
men of like passions with those they seek to save.” (Acts of 
the Apostles, 134) Then, who are these angels?

Ellen White clearly explained that the angels represent 
those who are spreading the gospel message to the world. 
“These angels represent those who receive the truth, and 
with power open the gospel to the world.” (Letter 79, 1900)

Why are angels used to represent gospel workers? Why 
not eagles or horses or leopards?! They are flying in the air 
with the speed of angels to spread the gospel message to 
the people. Airplanes are flying in the air with the speed of 
airplanes. Birds are flying in the air with the speed of birds. 
Angels are flying in the air with the speed of angels! 

What is the speed of angels? “As soon as you began to 
pray, an answer was given, which I have come to tell you.” 
(Daniel 9:22) We can certainly understand that God will 
finish the gospel work through us in a short period of time. 

Let us trust in the Lord and do our best to share the gospel 
message to the world. In order to accomplish the mission, 
we can use all kinds of modern technology: Internet, 
television, telephone, Fax, letters, printed materials, DVDs, 
and many other sources along with much prayer. He will 
surely use us as angels to spread the gospel message to 
“every creation” in the world with the speed of angels.
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The mission of the Northern Asia-Pacific Division of Seventh-day Adventists is to communicate to all people 
in its territory the everlasting gospel of God’s love in the context of the Three Angels’ Message of Revelation 
14:6-12, and as revealed in the life, death, resurrection, and high priestly ministry of Jesus Christ, leading 
them to accept Jesus as their personal Saviour and Lord and to unite with His remnant church; and to 
nurture believers as disciples in preparation for His soon return, and to equip and empower them for service.
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C hurch leaders of the Northern Asia-Pacif ic 
Division (NSD) of Seventh-day Adventists 

reaffirmed the strong need for a revival through God’s 
Word and put an emphasis on missions during the Mid-
year Meeting in Mongolia, which was held from May 
29-31, 2012. On May 29, the opening devotional was 
presented by Pastor Elbert Kuhn, Mongolia Mission 
Field (MMF) Director, which emphasized “Revived 
by His Word Should Happen to Our Individual Lives.” 
Pastor Kuhn and his wife, Cleidi, have served for 
six years as departmental directors for the Mongolia 
Mission Field in the past and have recently returned 
from Brazil in April 2012.

It is the first time for the Mid-year Meeting to be held 
in Mongolia in the NSD history. The meetings were 
held at the Chinggis Khaan Hotel in Ulaanbaatar, the 

capital city of Mongolia. 
The name Chinggis Khaan, and his empire’s place 

in history, had a strong impact on the participants in 
relation to our church mission. During the morning 
worship of May 30, Pastor Kim, Siyoung brought a 
thought from the Bible, Zechariah 2:4-5: “…Jerusalem 
shall be inhabited as towns without walls, because of 
the multitude of men and livestock in it.  For I,’ says 
the Lord, ‘will be a wall of fire all around her…’” He 
matched this with a quote from Chinggis Khaan “Those 
who build castles will be destroyed. 

The person who constantly moves and finds new 
roads will survive.” Pastor Kim stressed that we should 
not limit God’s blessings to our walls, but expand the 
border continually.

During the business sessions, the Unions and the 

MMF reports on Spiritual Revival and Reformation, 
as well as the Great Controversy Book Project, were 
presented. As more need for mission and leadership 
training components has come to the NSD territory 
(including China with Hong Kong and Macao, and 
Taiwan, Japan, Korea, and Mongolia), the Executive 
Committee voted for developing the NSD Leadership 
Training Center Building on Jeju Island, Korea. 

Also, upon the request from the West Central Korean 
Conference, it was approved to take the responsibility 
of the Ansan Migrants Mission Center as a part of the 
NSD administration. “Evangelism New York” and 
“Tokyo Evangelism” were the hot topics on mission for 
big cities, which were discussed at both the PREXAD, 
and the main meeting.

One of the highlighted events was that all the 

participants read together the Bible, in particular 
Genesis chapter 44, as part of the “Revived by His 
Word” initiative of the General Conference during the 
meeting. For the historical NSD Mid-year Meeting, Dr. 
Jairyong Lee, NSD President, expressed special thanks 
to all the MMF staff for the preparation of the meeting 
places and logistics. 

Also appreciation and prayers were offered for 
Myagmar Munk-Jargal’s family who had permanently 
returned in this year from their missionary services in 
Armenia as the first IDE(Interdivision 
Employee)sent by the MMF.

Dr. Jairyong Lee, NSD President, introduced the 
stewardship idea in his welcome message from the 
parables in Matthew 25 which were related to the last 
events of Matthew 24.

approach to Stewardship in their 
curriculums, etc.

Continue to bring harmony and 
unity to the churches within the UT since we are one 
body in Christ; 2. Be ready to serve as educational 
leaders in that great country where they come from; 
and, 3. Learning never ends and hence it is vital to 
continue to upgrade oneself to serve.

Musical presentations were given by the Golden 
Angels and the graduating class. This is a day that 
will long be remembered, not only by the Master of 
Christian Ministry Class of Griggs 
University, and Taiwan Adventist 
College, but also by all who attended 
this auspicious event.

A pproximately 160 Adventist technology experts, 
pastors and communication professionals from 

around the world gathered together at the Global 
Adventist Internet Network (GAiN) forum. It was held 
in Hong Kong from May 23 to 27, 2012 by the General 
Conference (GC), Northern Asia-Pacific Division 
(NSD) and the Chinese Union Mission (CHUM) 

Communication Departments. GAiN is a community 
of Seventh-day Adventist technologists, evangelists and 
communicators who connect to discuss the creative use 
of Internet technology in their work and in the lives of 
those they serve. The GAiN initiative aims to foster 
the mission of the Adventist Church through creative 
use of contemporary Internet technology. An annual 
and international event, the GAiN Forum is sponsored 
and facilitated by the Communication Department of 
the General Conference. GAiN 2012 was specifically 
held in Hong Kong so that the 30 delegates from Korea, 
Japan, Hong Kong, China, and Taiwan could attend the 
meeting.

Welcoming attendees in his opening remark, Dr. 
Jairyong Lee, the NSD President, said, “The Three 
Angels flying in midair described in Revelation 14 are 
asking us to make full use of media for evangelistic 
work in these last days. We need to integrate the 
influence of media, its ripple effect, and the Internet 
into the gospel work.”

Benjamin Schoun, GC Vice President, led the worship 
on the second day. The title was “The Integration 
of Media: Fostering the Mission of the Church.” He 
emphasized the need to carry forward media ministry 
with faith, giving an example of the Israelites wandering 
the desert for 40 years and conquering Canaan.

Various professional lectures were given by speakers 
serving in each area of communication. They continued 
lecturing while each Division gave their Communication 
report. As the event was held in the NSD territory, 
there was an in-depth report and discussion on media 
ministry in China under the guidance of Pastor Daniel 
Jiao, CHUM Communication Director, and Mr. Billy 
Liu, CHUM Media Center Director. 

Pastor John Ash Jr. went through an overview of 
Ruby on Rails which is a web framework which has 
recently increased in the number of users it has.

Ansel Oliver, GC Assistant Communication Director, 
presented how to share meaningful content that will get 
the attention of news agencies, based on his experiences 
as a former newspaper reporter and photographer. Other 
lectures dealt with the use of social media, painting with 
light, fair use of intellectual property on the internet, 
creative discipleship, and anthropology and mission. 

On Sabbath, the participants visited Noah’s Ark Park 
and worshiped together. Introducing communication 
and media ministries in the NSD, Pastor SukHee Han, 
the NSD Communication Director, said, “The NSD is 
one of the most challenging fields in the world because 
there are many places where we cannot do evangelistic 
work directly due to geographic and political reasons. 
However, with dedicated efforts, each Union takes 
the initiative in the use of the Internet, satellite 
broadcasting, social media, and applications for the 
gospel ministry.”

“You are not just dealing with websites and platforms; 
you’re an important part of the church today, making 
easy content, stories and testimonies, that can be used 
by the Holy Spirit,” said Pastor Williams Costa Jr., GC 
Communication Director. 

The GAiN forum was a good time for participants 
to agree upon the importance of the internet, media 
ministry, while discussing a variety of emerging issues, 
and seeing the direction media ministry, through 
Internet networking, should be going.

Philosophy and Purpose of 
Path f i nder s”,  “Path f i nder 
Leadership”, “Writ ing and 

Planning Program”, “Training and Consciousness”, etc.  
Following the courses, there was an impressive 

completion ceremony. In addition, each church in the 
area decided to begin their Pathfinder 
activities, and 40 key members from 
the area also determined to participate 
in the 2012 NSD Pathfinder Camporee.

About 900 delegates, including 
scholars, government officials, 

legal experts and religious liberty 
advocates from 65 countries, as 
well as the International Religious 
Libe r t y  Assoc ia t ion  ( I R LA) 
coordinators from 13 Divisions, 
arrived in Punta Cana, Dominican 
Republ ic.

Delegates voted 
to call for more religious freedom in all countries of the 
world. To accomplish this, they also decided to have 
wider global efforts and studies.

Conference, said that “religious freedom bears the 
signature of a God of love”, while Denton Lotz, IRLA 
President, introduced the main Congress theme, 
“Secularism and Religious Freedom – Conf lict or 
Partnership.” Cesar Pina Toribio, Dominican Republic 
Secretary of State, thanked the IRLA for its global 
efforts to promote religious freedom. 

Represent i ng  t he  Nor t he r n 
Asia-Pacific Division (NSD), Dr.

Coordinator, attended the Congress. 
Dr. Lee spoke about the religious 
liberty situation in the People’s 
Democratic Republic of Korea, also 
known as North Korea.

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The latest  su r vey of the Chinese 
population living in Tokyo tells us 

that there are 160,000 Chinese. To meet the 
spiritual needs of this special group, Pastor 
Yu Chuan Fu, a Pioneer Mission Movement 
(PMM) pastor from the Fifth group, was 
sent to Japan to plant a Chinese church.

In her last visit to Japan, a Health Seminar 
was organized for the Chinese Church by Dr. Barbara 
Choi, NSD Health Ministries Director, on Sabbath, 
April 14. 

In the morning, she shared the “Secret of Health” in 
Sabbath School. She then preached on the “Diseases of 
the Egyptians” during the Divine Service, which was 
followed by a seminar in the afternoon on “Natural 
Therapy”.

A s a 1000 Missionary Movement 
(1000MM) missionar y,  I 

served at Tuy Batangas, Philippines, 
which is one and a half hours from 
the 1000MM Campus. When my 
partner and I discussed a program 
for evangelism, we came up with 
“Little Missionary Training.” We had 
never heard of it and there was no 
specific system, but we outlined the 
plan recalling training we had gone 
through at the campus.To prepare 
the program, we made detailed plans 
and bought the things we needed. We 
also asked permission of the village 
captain, and announced the program 
to the children. On April 2, 2012, the 

Little Missionary Training started. 
Children came one by one, dreaming 
of an exciting camping experience. 
The venue for the training was our 
church. When children who were 
covered all over with mud came,  
we explained the rules. No Tagalog, 
English only. Move when the whistle 
blows. No snack. If they break the 
rules, there would be consequences. 

On the first day, it took a long 
time to set up a tent and to make 
breakfast with a campfire. Children 
were so interested in this unfamiliar 
experience. The stream in a valley 
was our shower room during the 
training. 

On the second day, we gave 
lectures on health. Children learned 
hydrotherapy and first-aid treatment. 
On the next day, the last training was 
door-to-door visitation. The children 
were divided into groups, each with 
two to three members. Each group 
needed to visit at least 20 houses. 
They knocked on the door and 
introduced themselves, then sang a 

song, read a Bible verse, and prayed 
for the family. 

On Sabbath, two children gave 
testimonies on Little Missionary 
Training. Many church members 
attended and they wanted to send 
their children to this camp, too. 
Sunday was the day of graduation. 
We successfully finished it with 
God’s help. We prayed to God and 
sought His presence all the time. 

We prepared this training to train 
children, but it was time for us to be 
trained and grow as missionaries. 
As we taught the children, we were 
reminded of our mission spirit and we 
tried to be an exemplary missionary. 
It was a really meaningful experience 
to have little missionary partners. 
Above all, we give thanks to God 
for giving us this 
honorable time.

(KUC) Youth Ministries Director 
(and a 1st Batch missionary), Pastor 
BeomSeok Oh, West Cent ral 
Korean Conference (WCKC) 
Youth Ministries Director, and 
Pastor YangHo Sohn, Sahmyook 
University Church pastor, attended 
the service to give honor and glory 
to God. 

Quoting 1 Cor inthians 9:19, 
Pastor Han, President of 1000MM
